Christians and how to live: ‘What would Jesus do?’

Children will learn:

- fo identify features of Gospel texts (for example, teachings, parable, narrative).

- Taking account of the context, suggest meanings of Gospel texts studied, and compare their ideas with
ways in which Christians interpret biblical texts, showing awareness of different interpretations.

RE aims
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- Make clear connections between Gospel texts, Jesus’ ‘good news’, and how Christians live in the Christian
community and in their individual lives.

- Relate biblical ideas, teachings or beliefs (for example, about peace, forgiveness, healing) to the issues,
problems and opportunities of their own lives and the life of their own community in the world today, offering
insights of their own.

What matters most to Humanists and Christians?

Children will learn:

- o identify and explain beliefs about why people are good and bad (e.g. Christian and Humanist)

-Make links with sources of authority that tell people how to be good (e.g. Christian ideas of ‘being made in
the image of God' but ‘fallen’, and Humanists saying people can be ‘good
without God')

-Make clear connections between Christian and Humanist ideas about being good and how people live
-Suggest reasons why it might be helpful to follow a moral code and why it might be difficult, offering different
points of view

-Raise important questions and suggest answers about how and why people should be good

-Make connections between the values studied and their own lives, and their importance in the world today,
giving good reasons for their views.
